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1. INTRODUCTION

The full paper should be written in English including figures, tables and references.

It should be max 8-pages in length. 


2. METHODOLOGY
The methodology must be clearly stated and described in sufficient detail or with sufficient references.  
3. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
The findings and arguments of the work should be explicitly described and illustrated. All the tables, images and figures should be centered. Figures and images should be numbered and figure headers should be placed under the figure or image; as for the tables, they should also be numbered and the table header should be placed at the top.
